THINGS TO DO WHEN YOU VISIT LAKE JUNALUSKA ASSEMBLY

LAKE JUNALUSKA, NORTH CAROLINA

Memorial Chapel- Built in honor of Methodist persons who served in the Armed Services (Funds were first raised for this chapel in 1944. Local churches contributed $1.00 for each name of person who served). The chapel was not completed and opened for services until July 3, 1949, and dedicated July 4, 1954. Seating capacity is 280. (A booklet on the Interpretation of the Chapel is available in the administrative offices).

The Kern Youth Center with the Good Word Resource room. Assistance with resources, programming and teaching ideas are provided, and Kern Kafe.

The World Methodist Council Offices and the World Methodist Museum. Intentional Headquarters for the World Methodist Council and the Wesleyan Museum. Here you may experience the earliest beginnings of Methodism, and journey to England through the history of John and Charles Wesley, walk with Francis Asbury in America. Biblical antiquities include a 6,000 year-old Chalcolithic Pot.

New Epworth Building- This is the new location of the Offices for the World Methodist Council. It is a replica of Charles and John Wesley’s home in England. 

The Denman Prayer Room- Located in beautiful Lambuth Inn, this small chapel or prayer room lends itself to quiet times of prayer, study and meditation.

The Rose Walk- Recent upgrades to the walkway, fencing, colonnade, landscaping, waterfalls and sheltered areas make for pleasant walking, sharing time with friends and meditating on the many blessings we receive daily.

The Heritage Center- Located on the lower level of the Harrell Center provides wonderful material on the Heritage and Historical data of the founding of Lake Junaluska Assembly in 1913. The Southeastern Jurisdiction and its relationship to the general church is depicted in many interesting ways. 

Cokesbury Book and Gift Store- Located on upper level of the Harrell Center.

The Walking Trail- which includes the section known as the Asbury Trail- Here you can enjoy walking, stopping to rest in gazebos. This is a 2.5 mile walking trail around the lake and includes beautiful landscaping, a Butterfly Garden, benches and a waterfall.

Recreational options- Swimming, canoeing, paddle boats, horseshoe, shuffleboard, 7 tennis courts, volleyball and many picnic areas. The “Big Boat” is available for historical tours around the lake.

The Corneille Bryan Nature Gardens- Located on Stuart Circle includes flowers, trees and shrubs.

Many historical buildings are on the Assembly grounds. These may be visited by walking or taking a ride on the trams or trolley.

The Peace Pole- A gift from WNC Conference, praying for peace in six languages.

The Labyrinth- An ancient pattern found throughout the world and used by persons of many faiths to experience a personal connection with the sacred. Walking the path becomes a metaphor for life’s journey. Information for use is found in a kiosk near the labyrinth.

Inspiration Point- A beautiful spot across the road from the cross and amphitheater, on the corner near Lambuth Inn it can be used for meditation, worship services, weddings, receptions, etc.
